 Walk limits: 
Kindergarten to Grade 3: 4.0 km from school 
Grades 4-12: 4.8 km from school 

You must request transportation services for each eligible student in your household every year, by 
submitting an online student transportation request form. 
If you are a new registrant or have recently moved, please submit a request form for each student as 
soon as possible, even if the June deadline has passed. 
 
Students that have been registered for the school bus service to and from school will have stickers on 
their go-cards that will be distributed in the next week or two.  After that time only these students will 
be permitted to be on the school bus.
